Hart - Berard  (Vote Unanimous)    to accept the minutes of  October 6, 2003.       Chief Administrative Officer, Karl J. Stinehart came in to speak briefly to  the Finance  Committee about the sewer project. He explained about the costs and projected revenues. Mr.  Stinehart also mentioned that Southwick was one of the few towns to implement betterment fees.     John Westcott,  Building & Grounds Supervisor  along with  Joe Filliault,  E lectrical  I nspector  came in to provide information on the budget for the  P ublic  S afety  B uilding. Presently, the  department has run out of  money. The flood on October 23 rd  caused a power outage. The  underground wires were all tested along w ith the generator which tested ok. M r.  Westcott  gave a  break down on where the expenses have occurred .   It was discussed informally a possibility to  recover some of the repairs and expenses through insurance, if this is not possible then a Reserve  Fund Tran sfer will be necessary to put money back in the budget for the Public Safety Building  department.    The Finance Committee was also updated on the heating/air conditioning status at the Police  Station. Mr. Westcott provided on improvements done at the Librar y.
